Purpose:

In the process, the Nour Family aims to help Bridge students develop personal friendships, experience the joy and pride of competition, and the gratification of the results from work ethics, teamwork, perseverance, and determination to succeed – in soccer and in life.
Overview:
The Nour Family (David, Wendy, Grayson and Justus) through the Relationship Economics Foundation at The Nour Group, Inc., will work with The Bridge’s Clinical and Program Staff, corporate and other foundation sponsors, as well as community, civic and athletic leaders from around Atlanta to develop an outcome-based soccer program.   
Schedule:
Soccer for Success! will launch as part of The Bridge School’s Summer Program reaching up 25 students.  Soccer volunteers will meet with Bridge students bi-weekly during the five-week summer program from June 11 – July 14 (Wednesdays from 3:00 to 4:30 focus on skill development and teamwork; Saturdays 11:00 to Noon for scrimmage). The program will culminate for a celebration with students, volunteers and families at The Bridge’s Family Day on Saturday, July 14.  Soccer for Success! plans to continue as an elective class at The Bridge School during the regular school year.
